Stay Cool This Summer With These
Landscaping Tips

Dought Tolerant Plant Selections

The hot summer months call for drought-resistant plants that can withstand even the
warmest stretches of weather. Longwood Blue Bluebeard for example is a wonderfully
controlled shrub that produces colorful blue flowers and silver foliage and will grow back
year after year.

Another drought-resistant plant, Lamb’s Ear looks great in rock gardens and has silver
foliage to match your Bluebeard. It also sports light purple flowers on its spikes and makes
for great groundcover. Be sure to plant in beds that have clear edging as Lamb’s Ear spreads
easily and can take over your landscape before you know it.

Rock Gardens

If you really need to cut back on maintenance and water bills, a rock garden can certainly do
the trick. A rock garden can be built with or without plants and features colorful, well-placed
stones that add texture and personality to the bed. If you’re using plants as well, be sure to
choose selections that are drought-resistant and that compliment the colors of your stones.

Trees

Trees are a good summer option for a few reasons. The first is that trees become rather large
at maturity, taking up space and reducing the bare area you have to work with. The second
reason is that trees provide shade, cooling off an otherwise potentially unbearable area. And
lastly, trees add a sense of comfort and “homey-ness” to your property, giving it that
inviting feel, even when its 98 degrees outside.

Seating

Whether its made of faded wood, marble or stone, a seating area brightens up any landscape,
regardless of the weather. Look for unusual benches, oversized lawn chairs and other pieces
that can give your arrangement personality. Add in a few side tables and set it all atop a
smooth, stone “floor” and you’ve got yourself an instant conversation area.

Carry These On The Plane

could save you a week of flu misery. Carrying a small pack of Clorox wipes will do
the trick. The wipes also kill germs and viruses on hands, but a hand sanitizer is
probably easier on the skin.

Landscaping Question Corner...

Q. How can | keep my roses healthy and pest-free?

A. As attractive as those roses are to you, they’re even more so to a variety of garden
pests. To get your rose garden off to a healthy start, begin by choosing hardy,
disease resistant plants such as Altissimo, Blue Moon and French Lace. You’ll
want to be sure you plant your rose bushes with plenty of space in between to allow
for adequate air-flow through the plants.

Predatory insects such as ladybugs, can help keep rose-damaging pests at bay.
Ladybugs eat mites, whitefly larvae and aphids, the most common enemy of your
precious roses. You should also make sure your soil has the proper pH balance and
nutrients to produce strong, healthy plants. The better the soil, the better the plants
can resist pests and disease.

Roses are also susceptible to black spot, a fungal disease that is named for the
distinct black spots that show up on the leaves. Varieties such as Bonica and
Simplicity tend to be black spot resistant but to your roses don’t fall prey to this
quick-spreading disease, water only the roots and spray with a fungicide.
